840 R/min  equivalent to 8 Gy/min
137Cs source
exposure chamber revolves at 6 rpm
exposure chamber is about 8 x 10 x 12 inches

Procedure:
• Suspend cells appropriately in water with a final volume of 500 µl in eppendorf tube.
• Place eppendorf tubes in ice.
• Irradiate with the appropriate dose at center of plate to ensure even dose.
• Dilute in water and plate.
